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“TRACKERS”: Author Peter Haran

Peter Haran was first posted to Vietnam in 1967, aged just 19, as a dog handler with one of the Australian Army's first Combat Tracking Teams. The story, set in 1967/1968, is a firsthand account of the 2 RAR Tracking Team. The book also covers all of the eleven dogs that went to Vietnam and served with the Infantry Battalions. They never returned home.
“We had the dogs trained ready to go to Vietnam and to work in a jungle war. But we didn't really know the capabilities of these dogs. And just on one occasion, the NSW Police called us out after a little girl had been abducted from outside a delicatessen in suburban Sydney. And Caesar was able to follow the scent of the girl and the abductor along streets, pavements, past churches, to a football oval where I eventually located the girl. It was a confidence booster before I went to war.”
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Although they were dogs, they did the job and they have every right to be remembered as war heroes.
The dogs suffered same as the men. They put up with the shooting, the shelling, the noise, the lack of water, lack of sleep.
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
